The diploma exam consists of 2 parts, a written portion and a multiple choice/numerical response portion.  The exam is scheduled for Tuesday January 19 with the written portion (Part A) at 9 am and the multiple choice/numerical response portion (Part B) at 1 pm.

Attendance:

Lateness:

You are responsible to catch up on the part of the lesson that you missed.
Note:  If you are late for a quiz or homework check you will receive a mark of zero.

Assignments and Extra Help

• In mathematics, practice is the key to success and this often means you will have homework.  At home, each evening it is a good idea to go over your notes for that day before starting the practice exercises.  Completing all of your homework will indicate to you whether or not you could do well on a surprise quiz the next day.

• A problem is not completed when a final answer is placed on your paper that matches with the answer key.  You need to show a detailed step-by-step solution to the problem 

• Do your own work on assignments.  There is no point in copying from a friend since you will not learn by doing that.  

·  If you know you have done poorly on an assignment because of a lack of understanding (not effort), discuss with me a plan for remedial help. 
·  I am available for extra help anytime before, during or afterschool as long as I am not teaching another class.  It is best if you make an appointment as I often have meetings or other engagements to attend to.
•You will know in advance if an assignment is to be taken in for grading.  No assignment will be accepted late after the rest of the class has received their graded assignments back.
Classroom Rules:

·  Unless you have a medical condition (proof required), only water will be permitted in this classroom.  No other type of food or drink will be allowed.

·  ABSOLUTELY NO CELLPHONES turned on during class.
